	· The students read the photocopy. Then, I explain how to use the structures and the meaning of the prepositions of place (using objects located in different parts of the classroom). Later, all together, we check the meaning of the vocabulary and the adjectives given      2) Vocabulary: They should ask me some of the vocabulary they do not know

( The students are divided in groups of 3 or 4, and each group take a picture. Then, they have to write a description for that picture trying to use what we had already studied.

( Each group will need more vocabulary, so they will have tolook for that in a dictionary or they will have to ask the teacher using the structures: What is the meaning of?... or How do we say ...... in English?
( Then, a member of each group read their description, and the rest of the class (with my help) check the language.   

( The students are divided in pairs. Then, they have to choose who is going to be the writer and who is going to be the reader. After that, the reader reads the description to the writer, who is supposed to draw the island according to the description.
