	Warm up

Talk about historical gardens or parks near where you live or that the learners are likely to know:

· Have you ever been there?

· What are they like?

· What can you do/ see there?

· Do you know any other garden of that style? (Versailles, Stowe, Bad Muskau, Caserta…)

Revision of Vocabulary 
Mind map: words around gardens and parks
learners write words on cards and pin them on a board

e.g. tree, lawn, meadow, flower, flower bed, lake, pond, river, creek, canal, fountain, etc.

Vocabulary work

distribute pictures and maps of landscape gardens and baroque gardens

learners 

- work in pairs and describe picture:
· What can you see there?
· What could you hear?

· What could you smell?
- use dictionary for new vocabulary or ask teacher

- write new words on cards and add them to mind map

- present their picture to the class and explain new vocabulary if necessary.
Intercultural part / fluency exercise
students 
- work in groups of three or four 

- compare plans and pictures of baroque gardens and landscape gardens:
· What are typical elements of the gardens?

· How did people who owned or visited the gardens feel? 
· How did they live?
· What was their attitude towards nature?
Groups present and discuss their results.
Teacher summarizes and lines out the features:
Baroque garden

· geometrical patterns (rectangles, squares, triangles, ovals, circles,) 
often symmetrical, "formal garden design"

· many straight elements: roads, canals, lines of trees, hedges

· trees and bushes are often trimmed to geometrical forms, especially boxwood and lime

· ornamental flowerbeds, fountains, water-basins, statues

· exotic plants

· "man dominates nature" 

Landscape garden:

· natural look, irregular forms

· trees, bushes, meadows, creeks, lakes, hills

· artificial ruins, classical temples, exotic buildings (e.g. Chinese Tower)

· roads are never straight (manmade obstacles)
· it seems larger than it is: e.g. using "ha-has", the surrounding landscape is integrated, no hedges / no fences 
· native plants (plants that grow there naturally)

· it seems natural but is carefully planned 

· A re-discovery of nature—appreciation for its natural beauty
· "ideal nature", "Arcadian landscapes" (romanticism)
Memorizing game

"In my garden there is a fountain." -"In my garden there is a fountain and a lake."…
Each learner repeats what was said before and adds a new item.

Creativity part

(homework, if short of time)

Design your ideal garden or describe a garden that you like very much!
Learners draw a map and/or give a description of their ideal of a garden
