	· In groups of 2/ 3 / 4: students are given different pictures related to each season.  They look at the pictures/photos and note the typical seasonal features (e.g. snow in winter, sun in summer, tulips in spring,….) and present their results to the other groups.

· Words are collected on cards or written at the blackboard . Students are then asked to reflect about suitable adjectives in relation with the words. They also could try to write sentences or a short poem.        ( see example 1)

· Sounds and smells: learners look again at the pictures and make suggestion about the sounds and the smells that could be related to each of them. ( e.g.  birds, wind, bells, breath, voices, …and the smell of flowers, leaves, the air, the earth, ….)
· Learners could then try to add a positive and a negative adjective to each substantive. (e.g. a young loud bird, a deep threatening man voice,…)
