	Brainstorming:

The whole group of students think about adjectives, nouns and so on, in order to describe people. The teacher writes them on the blackboard and adds some structures to make questions (Am I a man? Do I live in the United States, etc)
Guessing the person:
We will form two teams: A and B. They will choose one person to represent the group. Team A chooses one flashcard. They stick the flashcard on a hat. Afterwards, they put the hat to the person that represents team B. That person will sit opposite his/her team, so they can see the flashcard. However, that person can’t see the actor/actress that is on the hat. 
The game is about guessing who I am. So, the person can do questions about who is he/she. His/her team can only answer Yes, you are. Or, no you aren’t. Or yes, you do, or No, you don’t. 
They will change the team for each flashcard.
It wins the team that guess 5 flashcards in less time.

Introducing one another. Each pair of student has to introduce himself/herself to the other one. Talking about who they are, what they like and dislike, and so on. They write it on their notebooks.

 After that, they have to exchange the notebook and each student has to present to the whole group the peer they have worked with. They will use the third person structure.
