Introduction; exploration in plenum’
	· Family portraits on overhead projector and handed out as copies to the Students/learners
Exercise especially suitable for 3rd age people

	· Teacher indicates the objective of the lesson: Today we will talk about portraits and faces.
– What is the difference between the pictures?
– When do you estimate they have been painted or taken? Why?
· Students/learners describe differences, addressing e.g. number of family members, accessories, expression of the persons’ faces, conclude about the epoch the pictures origin from: 
- “At the beginning of the century, people used to wear cylinder heats”
– “In former times, families were bigger”
– “In the 50ties, the typical family was comprised ....”
– “In the 19th century, photographs were mostly taken at studios, from the 60ties on, nearly every family has got an own camera”

	2) 15’
Exercise in plenum
	· Student’s/ learner´s family portraits, preferably of the  parents’ generation
	· Teacher explains, who is on the photo.
Students/learners form sentences, explaining their pictures:
- “The person at the top on the left side is my father”
– “Next to him on the right is his brother, my uncle.”
– “The woman in the middle is my mother”

	3) 10’
Pair work
	· Cards with a list of adjectives useful for describing a person’s appearance and personality profile, some adjectives don’t fit.

	· Teacher: ”Now we will do a pair work”: 
Teacher explains the new vocabulary supported by the caricatures on the overhead projector, e.g. ”She has a large and snub nose, her hair is dark and straight, she is a funny person”.

· Teacher hands out to each team the cards with the new adjectives and motivates the students/learners to work with their own pictures.

· Students/learners form sentences, e.g.: ”My brother has an aquilene small nose, fleshy mouth and brown hair. He is a very polite person and has a sense of humor.”

	4) 20’
Teamwork 
	· Students/learners family pictures (Alternatively: photos of celebrities from magazines)
	· Teacher: “How good can you recognize the description of someone of your family or a celebrity?”

“Now I ‘ll divide the class (two or three groups). Each group chooses a person whose family member will be subject of the riddle. The elected student has to leave the room in the meanwhile.”

“The group then decides if they want to work with a family member or a famous person.”

“Each person of the team forms one sentence and takes care not to repeat what his/her companions already have said”.

“The elected pupil returns to the group and according with the given description, she/he has to solve the riddle.”
