	· Children’s books in L2 possibly with beautiful pictures or covers.

· A4 sheets of paper

· Computers and printer, scissors, glue, photocopy machine

     
	· Teacher shows the books and asks Students which other stories are popular in their countries.

· Teacher shows Students how to fold an A4 sheet in order to obtain a mini-book (Appendix 1). Teacher invites Students to fill the empty pages with a short story from their country.
· Students write a story that they liked reading or listening to when they were kids. 
· Teacher monitors the activity and checks spelling and major grammar mistakes.
· In turns Students read their stories aloud.

· Students type their stories into a computer file. Teacher monitors and checks the texts.
· Teacher shows them how to lay-out the text (Appendix 2). All instructions are to be given and asked for in L2.

· Students  might give their mini-books to children they know and ask them to draw in the empty pages/spaces pictures to illustrate the story.


Appendix 1

Fold the sheet in half (aligning the top and the bottom edges) and fold, cut along this folded line, put the two pieces of paper one on top of the other, fold the two sheets in half (so the left edge aligns with the right edge), and staple the sheets together along the inside fold as to form a book of 4 pages/8 sides.

Appendix 2
The text should fit into the 8 sides of the booklet (eventually leaving 2 sides for the front and back cover). Each page is about 10 cm x 15 cm and the text should utilize no more than 8 cm x 13 cm. If possible some sides or some space should be left free for some drawings.  If neither the teacher nor the students can use a suitable computer program, it is possible to print the sequence of sides, cut them and stick them on a sheet accordingly to our project and then photocopy the outcome.
